DUMBO — “PENTHOUSE B” in the Olympia DUMBO has officially closed at $16.25
million, ranking as the highest price-per-square-foot ever for a sponsor condo in
Brooklyn (at $3,297 PPSF), and the third most expensive condominium sale in Brooklyn
history, according to a release Thursday from Olympia DUMBO.

The penthouse was featured as the home of Denzel Washington’s character in “
Highest 2 Lowest,” directed by Spike Lee. The amenity-packed building has reportedly
attracted other celebs including singer/songwriter Joe Jonas and “ Let it Go”
songwriters Kristen Anderson-Lopez and Robert Lopez.

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The 4,928 square-foot unit, designed by IMG, occupies the entire 32nd floor and
features five bedrooms, a home office and four-and-a-half baths. It listed for $19.5
million in June 2025, the Brooklyn Eagle reported, and for $17.5 million earlier this
month, according to Olympia.

“Penthouse B” was co-listed by a team including Jessica Peters and Carl Ekroth of The
Jessica Peters Team at Douglas Elliman, Karen Heyman and Casey Heyman of
Sotheby’s International Realty, and Fredrik Eklund and John Gomes of the
Eklund/Gomes Team at Douglas Elliman, with marketing by Douglas Elliman
Development Marketing.
